Day Forty: Palm Sunday, April 5

From Today's Gospel:

When Jesus and his disciples came near Jerusalem, Jesus sent two disciples into a village, saying to them, "You
will find a donkey tied up, and a colt with her; untie them and bring them to me." They brought the donkey and
the colt to Jesus, and put their cloaks over them, and he sat on them. Many people spread their cloaks on the
road and cried out: "Blessed is he who comes in the name of the Lord! Peace in heaven and glory in the
highest!" (Adapted from Matthew 21:1-11)

Reflection:

Jesus received quite a welcome when he rode into Jerusalem. People lined the streets, threw
down palm branches in front of Him, and shouted "Hosanna in the highest!" And yet, many of
the people shouting "Hosanna" on Sunday, would be shouting "Crucify him" on Friday. Who
could have guessed that their excitement would be turned against Jesus by the end of the week?
But many people turned against Jesus that first Holy Week. Judas, one of His apostles, turned
Him over to His enemies, and Peter, the head of the apostles, denied he even knew Jesus. Jesus
knows what it is like to be betrayed by friends. We are Jesus's friends. Surely we would never
betray Him, right? That's just what Peter said, too. It is easy to get caught up with the crowd.
Many of the people shouting "Hosanna™ and "Crucify him" were just going with the crowd. And
when it gets hard or risky to be faithful to Jesus, it's easy to deny Him, like Peter did, without
even thinking about it. It can happen to anyone if we are not careful. So we need to pray to have
the strength to do the right thing and be faithful, no matter what the risk is, or what the rest of
the crowd is doing.

Journaling Prompt:

When is it hard to be a follower of Jesus? When does your faith force you to stand against the
rest of the crowd?

Today's Challenge:

Is there someone you have been angry with for a long time, someone who was your friend, but
betrayed that friendship in some way? Or maybe you are the one who was not a good friend at
some point? If so, reach out and try to restore the broken friendship.

Del Evangelio de Hoy:

Cuando Jesus y sus discipulos se acercaron a Jerusalén, Jesus envio a dos discipulos a una
aldea, diciéndoles: "Encontraran un burro atado y un potro con ella; desatenlos y traiganmelos”.

Sefior! jPaz en el cielo y gloria en las alturas!" (Adaptado de Mateo 21: 1-11)

Reflexidn:

Jesus recibi6 una gran bienvenida cuando entro a Jerusalén montado en un burro. La gente se alineaba
en las calles, arrojaba ramas de palma frente a El y gritaba "jHosanna en las alturas!" Y sin embargo,
muchas de las personas que gritaban "Hosanna" el domingo, gritaban "Crucificalo™ el viernes. ;Quién
podria haber adivinado que su entusiasmo se volveria contra Jesus para el final de la semana? Pero
muchas personas se volvieron contra JesUs esa primera Semana Santa. Judas, uno de sus apastoles, lo
entrego a sus enemigos, y Pedro, la cabeza de los apostoles, negd haber conocido a Jesus. Jesus sabe lo
que es ser traicionado por amigos. Somos los amigos de Jesus. Seguramente nunca lo traicionariamos,
¢verdad? Eso es justo lo que dijo Peter también. Es facil quedar atrapado con la multitud. Muchas de
las personas que gritaban "Hosanna" y "Crucificalo” simplemente iban con la multitud. Y cuando se
hace dificil o arriesgado ser fiel a Jesus, es facil negarlo, como lo hizo Pedro, sin siquiera pensarlo. Le
puede pasar a cualquiera si no tenemos cuidado. Por lo tanto, debemos rezar para tener la fuerza para
hacer lo correcto y ser fieles, sin importar el riesgo o lo que esté haciendo el resto de la multitud.
